Note that all the main points/headlines of the project description are mandatory.
Format requirements:
· The project description must be precise and to the point and written in English.
· Max. 3 pages including figures, tables, references, and appendix. Page format should be A4.
· Font: Arial 11 point, single spacing. Ariel 9 point can be used for the list of references and figure legends.
· The application will not be processed if the project description exceeds the limit.
1. Project Title
The project title must reflect the content of the project. 

2.  Background
The background should provide a brief description of the field and identify the key challenges the project attempts to solve.

3.  Hypothesis
The project hypotheses should be clearly stated and set in relation to primary and secondary objectives. 

4. Study Design, Material and Methods 
Explain and justify the choice of methods and state how they are suited to the project’s hypotheses and objectives. 

5. Project Organization and Nordic Collaboration
Overview of the project organization, resources and how the project involves Nordic collaboration.

6.  Milestones and Budget 
The project timeline and milestones of the project should be presented.  Describe the total budget of the project, including if the project has other funding sources. 
7. Ethical Considerations
Describe how the ethical issues are resolved in the project. In projects including human subjects state whether the necessary ethical approvals have already been granted or if they need to be applied for.  
8. References
List all relevant references that support the academic content of the project.
